There are six things the Lord hates, seven that are detestable to him; haughty eyes, a lying tongue, hands
that shed innocent blood, a heart that devises wicked schemes, feet that are quick to rush into evil, a false
witness who pours out lies and a man who stirs up dissension among brothers. (Proverbs 6:16-19)

my Redeemer. (Psalm 19:14)

Let your light shine before men, that they may see your good deeds and praise your Father in heaven.
(Matthew 5:16b)

And the Lord’s servant must not quarrel; instead, he must be kind to everyone, able to teach, not resentful.
Those who oppose him he must gently instruct, in the hope that God will grant them repentance leading to
a knowledge of the truth. (2 Timothy 2:24-25)
